She immediately noticed 
a big difference between our Messianic 
Community and her Jewish one. They wanted 
her to give money just for receiving a prayer, 
and we only wanted to help her and share God’s 
love for her through Yeshua. It was a 
wonderfully combined effort, and Sadie finally 
believed in Yeshua. She even had a visit from a 
Catholic neighbor who tried to convert her to 
Catholicism, and she replied, “No thanks, I’m 
keeping my Jesus!” Can you imagine that? At first, 
she was a diehard opponent of Yeshua, and now she’s 
using Jesus’ name in love! The picture shows her in 
the hospital and Rich performing tevilah. Tevilah is 
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the Hebrew word for water baptism. Rich had to 
perform it in the hospital by sprinkling, since we 
were not too sure of how long she was going to live. 
She was in a lot of pain at the time of this picture. 
But she was a trooper and was very happy with her 
baptism! Right now, she still has the will to live.  And 
the Lord did not give up on her! He is not ready to 
call her home, so we are praying for her healing and 
God’s blessing on her life. 

Esther is a young Jewish gal who has also started 
attending Beth Yeshua. She grew up in a church but 
never became born again. She was very interested in 
learning about her Jewish roots and the Jewish Jesus! 
Her Jewish boyfriend was already a believer and is
